
Graze paddocks strategically
On a sloping paddock, fence across the slope 
and start grazing at the top of the slope.  
That way, the standing crop acts as a filter.  
Or, if there is a waterway in the paddock, start 
grazing at the far end of the paddock.

Leave an ungrazed buffer zone  
around Critical Source Areas
Critical Source Areas (CSAs) are parts of 
the paddock that can channel overland flow 
directly to waterways (e.g. gullies, swales, very 
wet areas, spring heads, waterway crossings, 
stock camps and vehicle access routes).

Exclude stock from waterways
Create an ungrazed buffer zone between the livestock and 
the waterway. About 3-5 metres is a good starting point, 
but this should increase with slope and instability of soil.
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Minimum Size use is 30mm wide.
