The Scheme is a long-term, sustainable water supply solution for Central 
Hawke’s Bay. It is part of a wider programme to better manage water 
resources in the Tukituki Catchment.

Under the Scheme, water is pumped under pressure through a network 
of pipes to the farm gate, much like town supply.

Farmers have considered a range 
of factors leading to their decision 
to take water from the Ruataniwha  
Water Storage Scheme.
